2. President Lenahan who from the board is to attend the 2011 National Enlisted Association Conference in Charleston, WV on 13-18 August 2011.  The following were recommended with the remainder coming from the membership at the general assembly:

3. The President discussed the proposal to present to the general assembly that the 2012 and the 2013 State Conferences be held at the Little Rock Airport Holiday Inn in order for the Enlisted Association to recover from this year’s conference.  TSgt Magee made a motion to move the 2013 Enlisted Association Conference from Fort Smith to Little Rock.  The motion was seconded by David Burton.  The motion carried with 1 opposing vote by MSG Haynes.

4. The board discussed and agreed that the 2014 and the 2015 host cities would be open to the general assembly meeting on Saturday 9 April 2011.

5. SFC Baker discussed the current membership drive the EANGUS has asked all states to join in from 1 April to 31 May 2011.  EANGUS has asked that we recruit 100 new members in to the EAANG.  The newly recruited members get a copy of the New Patriot magazine and will receive special recognition in front of their unit with a certificate.  SFC Baker and SFC Broach proposed that the Association front $1000.00 to pay for 100 E-4s into the Assciation to meet this goal.  CSM Collins counter proposed that the 100 memberships be divided up between the Army Guard (80) and the Air Guard (20) SGMs to recruit two each to meet this goal with no money sponsored by the Association.  After discussion, SSG Burton made the motion to support CSM Collins proposal.  The motion carried.  

6. The President’s workshop will be attended by Mike Lenahan and Jennifer Broach.  Mike Lenahan is going as proxy for Jeff Frisby since Jeff will be at Annual Training during that time frame.  A motion was made by TSgt Magee and seconded by SSG Burton for this trip to be made as proposed.  The motion carried.

7. National Conference was discussed concerning registration, the number of rooms reserved, the State pin and that Arkansas is responsible for food at the All-State night.  40 registrations have been paid for by the Association.  Currently the state has 25 rooms reserved for the conference but will consider reserving 30.  Jeff Frisby will get with MSgt Wynn concerning the pins.

8. Mike Lenahan introduced a by-law change proposal that he wished to present to the general assembly.  The by-law concerning corporate sponsorship will add a platinum level for donations of $2500.00 and up if approved by the assembly.

9. Mike Lenahan discussed that there were still 25 unused rooms at the Arlington.  He urged that we let any enlisted that may be staying at the Austin Hotel or not have a room yet, be notified so that we could fill the rooms and reduce the financial obligation from the Association.

10. The next BOD meeting was announced by Jeff Frisby to be 28 April 2011 at 1630 hours with the location TBD.  A motion for the meetings adjournment was made by Charlie Hagermen. The motion carried.

11. The meeting adjourned at 1420 hours.
